In this position, you will: 
• Provides day-to-day coordination of swim lesson program, which includes being present 

on deck during swim lessons 
• Coordinates swim lesson schedules for all instructors, based on program enrollment, 

staff availability, skill level, and quality of classes 
• Responsible for supervising Aquatics Team during all swim lessons and will be scheduled 

accordingly 
• Responsible for scheduling and leading Aquatics training 
• Coordination of private swim lessons to align with budgetary requirements 
• Ensure all policies and procedures are being followed 
• Must be able to enter the pool at all times to assist members/program participants in 

case of emergency 
• In consultation with the Aquatics Manager, ensure report cards are delivered as per the 

annual schedule and provide leadership to ensure quality is achieved 
• Creates and organizes swim lesson instructor schedules and programs 
• Will be responsible for swim instructors’ audits and swim lesson compliance audits 
• Required to supervise and monitor members using the pool 
• Uses sound judgement and safety measures in the facilitation of swimming instruction 

and lifeguard duties 
• Maintains records as required (e.g., attendance, progress reports).
